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PUBLISHER’S PREFACE

Announcing a new series from the General State Archives of the Netherlands
(Algemeen Rijksarchief, ARA)

The end of the Second World War in Asia in August 1945 was followed on the 17th of that
month by the proclamation of the Republxc of Indonesxa by Sukarno and Hatta. The Dutch
government was unwilling to grant independ , and pted to reassert its auth-
ority in the colony it had held for some 350 years. A complicated period of negotiations and
civil war ensued, marked by two "police actions” by the Dutch and increasing intervention by
the international community, finally resulting in the transfer of sovereignty to the Republic in
December 1949.

With the events of decolonization now a half century behind us, many of the archives of leading
figures and bodies on the Dutch side in this period have already been opened or will be in the
coming years. In cooperation with the General State Archives of the Netherlands, MMF is
launching a continuing series to make such papers available on microfiche. With the recent com-
pletion of the 20-volume series Offici¢le bescheiden betreffende de Nederlands-Indonesische
betrekkingen 1945-1950, a selection of sources has been made available in print. With the inaug-
uration of this new series on microfiche, researchers will be able to broaden and deepen their
studies by drawing on the relevant archives in their entirety.

In consultation with archivists of the General State Archives the materials for micropublication
are currently being identified. At present more than 30 archives of individuals or organs are
under consideration. They range from the papers of prime ministers and foreign secretaries
concerned in the process of decolonization to those of officials at the local level charged with
maintaining public order. Chronologically the series will concentrate on the decade of the 1940s,
but will include earlier and later materials to provide context and background. Publication will
take place over the next 5 to 10 years as the different archives become open to the public. The
plans call for issuing the series in parts consisting of several hundred microfiches each. Smaller
collections will be grouped together to form parts when necessary and at least two or three parts
will become available each year. It is possible to buy parts selectively or to subscribe to the
series on a standing order basis.

Part IV: The Archive of J.H. van Roijen, 1946-1962 [1984]

In cooperation with the General State Archives, MMF Publications presents here the fourth in
this series of microfiche collections, that of J.H. van Roijen (1905-1991). Born in Constantinople
in the Ottoman Empire as the son of a Dutch career diplomat and American mother, Jan Herman
van Roijen was to follow in his father’s footsteps. After his studies at the University of Utrecht
where he obtained a doctorate in law with a thesis (1929) on the diplomatic recognition of new
states and de facto governments, he took up a position at the Dutch Embassy in Washington, DC
(1930-1932). Later he worked at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in The Hague before being
attached to the Dutch Embassy in Tokyo in the years 1936-1939, where among others he was




concerned with the economic relations between Japan and the Netherlands East Indies (see for
this period the MMF collection "Japan and the West, Part II, Political Reports, 1887-1940").
Recalled to the Hague in 1939, he became head of the Diplomatic Department at the Ministry.
With the German invasion of the Netherlands in May 1940, he personally supervised the
destruction of documents at the Ministry to keep them out of enemy hands. Involved in political
opposition to the occupation, including secret contacts with the German resistance, he was
arrested and imprisoned on several occasions in the following years before escaping clandestinely
to London in 1944. With the liberation, he joined the cabinet, becoming minister of Foreign
affairs in 1946 and then ambassador to Canada. When the Indonesian question was discussed in
the Security Council of the United Nations after the second Dutch military action in 1948, Van
Roijen defended his country’s position before the international body. In 1949 he headed the
Dutch delegation charged with preparing the Round Table Conference on Indonesia and was able
to win the confidence of the Indonesian side, leading to the Van Roijen-Rum declaration of 7
May 1949, which opened the way to that conference and the transfer of sovereignty to the
Republic in December of that year. From 1950 until 1964 he was ambassador to the United
States. In 1962 he found himself again involved with Indonesia as head of the delegation to
negotiate a solution to the New Guinea crisis after the Republic had annexed this last Dutch
colonial outpost in the archipelago. His last major posting was as ambassador to the United
Kingdom (1964-1970). Van Roijen was also chairman of the Netherlands Society for
International Affairs and held many Dutch and foreign decorations.

The archive

In 1977 Van Roijen gave his personal papers to the General State Archives of the Netherlands.
This material was reunited with other papers from his period as head of the Dutch delegation
under auspices of the United Nations Commission for Indonesia that had been sent to the
Netherlands in 1951 and 1952 (these latter papers are marked by an asterisk (*) in the inventory
that follows. The inventory numbers 1 to 32 deal with the question of Indonesian independence;
numbers 33-42 concern the New Guinea affair; and the last two (43-44) the United Nations and
the North Atlantic Treaty Alliance.

The collection presented here on microfiche is public and may be used without restriction,
provided that researchers cite the General State Archives (Algemeen Rijkarchief), the name of
the collection and the inventory numbers in their work. Additional papers belonging to Van
Roijen were donated to ARA after his death and have been inventoried as numbers 45-113. For
the most part, these papers do not concern the issue of decolonization and are not included in
this microfiche edition. More information on this supplementary material can be obtained from
the General State Archives at the address given below.

The inventory that follows here was compiled in 1988 by A.M. Tempelaars of the Algemeen
Rijksarchief, The Hague. It has been reproduced in its entirety here by MMF with only minor
editorial changes to spelling and layout.



Note on the microfiches

The microfiches were made by direct filming of the original documents held by the General State
Archives.

The microfiches are numbered consecutively by inventory number, "1-" [minus sign] indicating
that there is only one microfiche for that title; "1+ " that more fiche follow. A minus sign [-]
indicates the last fiche in a series. The collection was filmed in the order of the inventory below.
The fiche headers give the inventory number contained on that fiche. The microfiches carry the
logo of the General State Archives (ARA). Further, there is mention of an old order number in
the header (A808), which has now been replaced by M458 as recorded on the inside front cover
of this guide. Lastly, the name Van Roijen was unfortunately misspelt in the headers as Van
Royen.
